Larkin steers him away from such a direct reference

John suggests that Male relationships are conducted by post

Larkin chooses women over the philandering misogynist friend?

Was briefly thought to be pregnant
Belfast very broken Jug
Belfast Map
Quote in John Shakespeare about Belfast
Seems to be happy there

BETTY is in Redstacks nursing home, First Lane, Hessel
Subject of a BBC documentary with Andrew Motion
The Third Woman – get it
Andrew Motion blew her cover
She campaigned for the Westmister Abbey memorialization

RUTH
Also wrote some novels about a Cat Detective
Jim has spoken to her on the phone

MAEVE
The 20 year chaste relationship
Catholic and untouchable
Constraint

BRENDA Brenda Moon
Very important in running of the library
