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Artist Survey Report 

 

The following graph shows how influential Hull being the UK city of Culture has been in 

inspiring people to become active participants. Over two thirds of the participants have said 

how Hull claiming this title has encouraged them in taking part in its productions.  

 

 

What’s more encouraging, as shown by graph 1.2 is that being in this performance has 

seemed to have given confidence and interest to a similar number of individuals to take part 

in more performances about Hull and her history. 
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1.1 How much did Hull being City of Culture 
2017 make you want to take part in ‘We are 5 
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Creation, planning, research and writing all involved calling on outside agencies for 

collaboration and assistance. Graph 2.1 seems to reflect how using local groups, engaging 

and performing with local acts has allowed new relationships to develop.  

 

Existing relationships have also been strengthened. Many of the outside agencies used 

before and during the performance were utilised for the first time so we can assume that 

the relationships which have developed are those with employees within the charity.   

When we asked the participants about their overall learning and development throughout 

the process of the show local history showed strongly as a main learning outcome.  As graph 

3.1 shows, all participants said how they had learnt more about the history of Hull. 

However, some participants noted how involvement in the show had even increased their 
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knowledge of wider themes such as diversity, culture and discrimination, and made them 

proud to live in Hull. 

 

Majority felt as if they had gained new skills, and felt that their confidence had increased, 

performance technique had improved and research skills had advanced. Participants also 

said how they had obtained an understanding of the Fishing industry and the historical and 

social care of Hull 
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When the performers were asked if they would like to say anything else about how it was to 

take part in ‘We are 5 Senses there was a wide variety of responses. This ranged from 

individuals praising others efforts and stating how proud they were to be a part of the 

project. To be able to contribute to “Hull” City of Culture was a privilege and to be able to 

demonstrate the diversity of staff and students at the 5 Senses Charity. 

 

 

Generally, those who have taken part in the ‘We are 5 Senses performance would speak 

about Hull in a positive way. We can see that the experiences that the participants have had 

are positive ones and the skills and knowledge which has been gained are vast and varied.
