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Rachael Clerke is an award winning Bristol-based theatre maker, 
satirist, drag performer and keen punk singer. Hey work has involved 
rewriting government benefit documents (Limited Capability for Living) 
and performing the Braveheart freedom speech to football fans outside 
Ibrox stadium - an act for which she received the review, “Performance 
art?! Either learn to paint or sculpt or fuck off.” In Cuncrete she adopts 
the voices of powerful men in suits in an attempt to shine a light on the 
absurdity of the systems that rule our lives.

Since graduating from Dartington College of Arts/Falmouth University in 
2012 she has made work (Volcano, Tips for the Real World, Falls 2-11)
and toured internationally with collaborator Josephine Joy under the 
name Clerke and Joy. Her 2014 solo show How to achieve redemption 
as a Scot through the medium of Braveheart won the Ideastap 
Underbelly Award. 

Rachael is currently touring a body of work featuring punk bands. This 
includes Cuncrete, F*ck the House Band: a participatory gig where 
anyone can join the band, and Punk Band Project – a day long workshop 
for teenage girls to form a band, write a song and play a gig - made in 
collaboration with musician and DJ Daisy Moon.
