Progress Report Hull and East Riding Children’s University

Digital Art Project
1. The Digital Art element of the project has been completed. This workshop took place on Wednesday 22nd February. 11 young people whom are all in care took part in the workshop. 
2. The work that the young people produced will be displayed at the Children in Care Celebration Event taking place on Wednesday 11th October at the Guildhall. 
Performance Group
1. We selected a total of 10 children whom are in care to participate in our Performance Group. 
2. Rock Challenge, Thursday 6th April. On the first experience we took some of the children to watch the Primary Rock Challenge event. The Rock Challenge tickets were donated in kind by a colleague at the Hull and East Riding Children’s University. This was a great way to get some of the children together to discuss future plans and see some spectacular performances. 
3. Sewerby Hall and Bridlington Spa, Friday 11th August. On the second experience we took 4 children to Sewerby Hall and Gardens and Bridlington Spa. The children were able to see behind the scenes of the Bridlington Spa and also meet the cast of Bridlington Spa’s summer production: Myths and Legends. The children learnt some great tips and tricks to contribute to their performance week. 
4. London Pineapple Dance Studios, Monday 14th August. On the third experience we took 8 children to London to visit Pineapple Dance Studios. The children were lucky enough to take part in a physical theatre workshop lead by a cast member from the Lion King Theatre show. The children took elements of movement from their workshop and put them into their final performance. 
NB: we used our own funds at Hull and East Riding Children’s University to facilitate this experience. 
5. Performance Group Week, Monday 21st- Friday 25th August. The final experience was a 5 day workshop which took place at St Mary’s Performance Studio with 6 children. The week was facilitated by Lizi Perry and on the Tuesday and Wednesday we also had Jon Beney, a professional dancer come in to support the children. The children worked collaboratively to put together a piece that told their stories and experiences of Hull and also their stories and experiences of this project.
NB: due to the children’s availability it was not possible to have all of the children together on each experience. However, all children who took part will be invited to the Children in Care Celebration Event in October. 

Children in Care Celebration Event

2. All of the children’s work will be showcased and displayed for all of the guests to interact with and see. 
3. All children involved will receive a certificate and a trophy for their participation in the project. 
Public Display
1. We have provisionally booked a space at St Stephens for a public display to take place on Tuesday 31st October from 9.30am (just near Krispy Kreme). 
2. Our current idea is to have a table display that will show a timeline of the experiences the children have been on throughout their City of Culture journey. 
3. This will be through the use of images, quotes from both the children and professionals involved and writing to explain what the children have been doing. 
4. We can also include details with regards to the funding received through the Big Lottery Fund and support given via the City of Culture and Creative Communities Programme. Further details to be confirmed in September. 
General Updates
1. Katie Cussons will now be leading the project.
2. Once the Children in Care Celebration Event and the Public Display have taken place we will have completed all elements of the Children in Care Visual Art Celebration. 
3. All elements of our project have been evaluated and evaluations are available at the request of the City of Culture 2017 team.
