Two roads + two individuals sharing a bench

One minute + one life in the here and now

Reflections is a contemporary portrait of the people living and working on two streets in Hull. A snapshot of Hessle Road and Springbank at a moment in time, a window into the individuals that live and breath along these two stretches of road. At the same time on two consecutive days a bench appears at the end of a street and individuals are invited to take a moment out.

Reflections will follow and capture the daily lives of those who live on two streets in two parts of town. A celebration of who we are and where we live, of our intrinsic relationship to those around us; strangers and friends, passerby and family, near and far.

Reflections is a momentary encounter and a momentary reveal of personal memory and daily routine, a portrait of two people sharing a bench across geographies and an invitation to meet the gaze of an other.
